INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE

HUMAN MOBILITY IN A GLOBALISING WORLD

Palma de Mallorca (Mallorca Island, Balearic Islands, Spain)

April 3-5, 2003

The International Conference of the IGU Globility Commission on Human Mobility in a Globalising World  is to take place in Palma de Mallorca, Mallorca Island, Balearic Islands, Spain, between April 3-5th, 2003. The Conference is being organized by the IGU Globility Commission in cooperation with the Universitat de les Illes Balears.

The Conference will have as its framework the key conditions which have produced changes in the dimensions and characteristics of mobility, a new dialectic between the global and local scale and defining characteristics of the new forms of mobility, the social, economic, environmental, cultural and political implications arising from these new forms of mobility, the implications of new methodologies on the study of human mobility and polices to deal with new dimensions and patterns of mobility. The call for papers extends over topics within this general framework:

· Human Mobility: Methodological and empirical classifications: Reflections on Human Mobility at the Time of Globalisation.
· Free Trade Areas and Macro-Economic Regions: The acceleration of human mobility in relation to the policies of liberalisation of international commerce. Empirical verification of the new forms of mobility with respect to WTO-OMC polices as well as the large free trade areas that are either already in existence or in the process of being created, such as the Euro-Mediterranean Region (MEDA), the North American Regions (NAFTA-ALENA), the South American Regions (MERCOSUR), the Southern Africa Development Community (SADC) and others.
· North-South contact regions. Globalisation of the phenomena of mobility and migration. Since an increasing number of countries are affected by these phenomena, movements will become more characterised by a wide spectrum of economic, social and cultural factors. Analysis of these phenomena in the areas of North-South contact, such as the Mediterranean, Caribbean and Pacific.

· Differentiation in Mobility Flows. The differentiation in mobility flows which adjust themselves to the diverse economic, social, cultural and legislative requirements; these continually adapt to traditional mobility typologies and, to a large degree, reduce the effectiveness of national and international policies.
· Gender, Age and Behaviour Changes in Human Mobility: Gender and age changes in mobility processes. Until recently, mobility has been constructed as a male-dominated process in which women have played a purely secondary role, such as in the family reunification phase. In the last few years, female migration flows have become recognised as historically more important, and new female-dominated migration flows, such as the migration of domestic workers, have become evident. Moreover, mobility has come to be regarded often as a sharply gendered process. These issues present new problems for scientific analysis and managerial police. Leisure and tourism are also undergoing a similar process. Human Mobility and International Retirement Migration.

Anyone who would like to present a paper at the Conference is invited to submit an abstract of a maximum of 1.000 words to the Organizing Committee, Prof. Pere A. Salvà Tomàs (psalva@uib.es) in word or rtf. Format. Abstracts of papers should be submitted as soon as possible, and not later than 10 December, 2002. Notification of acceptance: 10 January, 2003.

ARRIVAL AT THE CONFERENCE
Palma de Mallorca is the capital city of the Autonomous Community of the Balearic Islands and one of the main tourist centres in the Mediterranean area. It is also a cultural city with a range of historical buildings, museums, an attractive inner city and many shopping opportunities. Since 1978, Palma de Mallorca has had its own university, the Universitat de les Illes Balears.

You can reach Palma by air to its international airport or by sea to its harbour from Barcelona and Valencia. The international airport is approximately 7 kilometres from Palma; there are connections to all the European capital cities via Frankfurt, Paris or London with direct flights with various airlines or via Barcelona or Madrid. There is a bus service from the airport to Palma as well as taxis.

The Conference is held in a restored building of the Fundació Sa Nostra, which provides facilities for 50-70 participants. The building is located in the historic centre of Palma de Mallorca.

ACCOMMODATION:

Mallorca has many hotels located in the tourist areas, outside Palma city. Very affordable tourist packages can be obtained through tour operators and/or travel agencies. Participants should consult the travel agencies of their country or city. 

We are currently negotiating prices of hotel accommodation located near the conference building. Prices fluctuate between 75-80 euros per person per night (room + breakfast). More detailed information will be sent to participants nearer the date.
